THE COURSE
We will examine the Political, Social, Economic and Religious concepts and events that shaped Europe from the fall of Constantinople to the Fall of the Berlin Wall. The class will be conducted in a seminar format. Aside from the Kagan text, which will be our central focus, we will rely heavily on primary documents and other research sources throughout the class. It is the expectation of the instructor that all seminar participants will put forth the effort that they displayed in Accelerated Global Studies in the 2005-2006 academic year!

We will also have study groups/presentation team formed, and these teams will remain intact throughout the year. Your willingness to rely upon each other, and assist one another will determine the level of success your group has. Societies, after all, survive based on the cohesion of their polity.     

These are the primary themes in Modern European History based on the course descriptions found in the materials of the College Board.

The themes outlined below indicate some of the important areas that might be treated in an Advanced Placement course in European History. The ideas suggested do not have to be treated explicitly as topics or covered inclusively, nor should they preclude development of other themes. In addition, questions on the examination will often call for students to interrelate categories or to trace developments in a particular category through several chronological periods
