Homework: My expectations and your responsibilities.

· I will assign a specific series of pages in the text. There will be a homework sheet that you will be able to access on line, and that sheet will have two sections to it:

· I will provide at least five discussion questions that we will cover in our seminar discussion when we go over those specific pages. They will be the core of our seminar discussion. 
· I will provide a series of text questions on the pages assigned that you will be required to hand in when the assignment is due.
· You will hand in the answers to the text questions at the beginning of class. Your participation in the class discussion, (based on your preparation for the discussion questions), will factor in to your participation grade as well as your homework grade.

· I would highly encourage you to keep a separate section of your notebook (binder, with clips) for your discussion questions responses, and notes you have taken  as your discussion continues.


“How to break down a chapter in the Kagan text book.”
Follow these steps while reading a chapter/chapter segment in the textbook:

· There are a series of chapter sub-headings under the large numeric title of the chapter. Read these carefully!
· There is a box on the lower left hand side of the first chapter page entitles “Key Topics”; read this as well. 

· There are two italicized sections, one at the beginning of the chapter and one at the end of the chapter. Read these first, in that order. These two sections will give you a sort of “beginning and end” of the unit.

· The major chapter headings are in light blue, and the red font are the subsections of those major sections. For the purposes of note taking and answering the chapter questions:

· Start at the light blue heading
· Then, read red to red, note take, and move on. (red to red until you get to light blue. Finish, and repeat the process based on the page numbers)

· Do not simply ignore:  

· Primary documents, 





· Maps

· Art in the West

· Key Events/Key Figures/Key Works Boxes

· It is paramount that you are able to translate the text into your own words. Utilize conversational language as much as is possible.
· Answering questions, note taking is not word taking. It is critical that you are able to paraphrase.
· I will not give you credit for simply copying their words.
Think of note taking as the original “text message”
