Classroom Policies and Procedures

The following classroom procedures are in place to make sure that our classroom remains a safe, efficient, and open minded learning environment. 
Do Now: The Do Now will be posted at the beginning of every period. Come to class on time and please be seated immediately. Begin the do now. You will receive 5 points each day of the week for completing your do now. These points are part of your participation grade and are some seriously easy points to obtain. 

Remain Open Minded: I promise that you will learn more if you remain open minded. In order to establish an effective and safe environment within the classroom we must all be comfortable and accepting of one another. If you disagree with something that someone said please think before responding on how to disagree in a respectful manner. You will also be challenged to learn new things and examine your existing knowledge which will require you to be willing to do so. 
Binders: You will need one 1 and ½ inch binder with 5 dividers

This binder is essential to the course and will be periodically collected for a grade. The purpose of the binder is to organize class materials efficiently and effectively. The binder is for this course only and should not be used for other courses. You will need the binder by Monday September, 11. 

Notes: Cornell note taking method

This course is structured around the development of your understanding toward the content itself as well as your note taking, studying, and organizational skills. The heading of your notes will always contain the date, your name, the unit title, and the 1/3rd 2/3rd format. Your notes will appear on quizzes in the Cornell format, so if your notes are not structured in this fashion your grade will see the effects. 

Absence: It is your responsibility to obtain the materials and make up the work that you missed when you are absent. When you return from your absence, you can use the lesson plan binder in the back of the room to copy notes, or copy them from a friend in class. Please come to see me before or after school if you do not understand the assignments that you’ve missed. I WILL NOT TRACK YOU DOWN AND HAND YOU THE MATERIALS THAT YOU MISSED. 
Homework: Do your homework
· Do all homework to the best of your ability. This means that you will at least ATTEMPT every question and be willing to seek help if necessary. 

· Homework should be out and sitting on the top left corner of your desk at the beginning of the class period.

· Please turn in homework that is a representation of you. Crumpled, ripped, stained, or waterlogged homework is a poor representation of your capabilities. 

· Do not begin homework during class. If you begin homework during class I will assume that you are not paying attention. You will receive a zero for that homework assignment. 

· Do not do homework for other classes during class. The results of these actions are not favorable. 
Lateness: If you are late to class so is your homework

Please get to class on time. There is not ambiguity for what qualifies as on time and what qualifies as late; be in the room when or before the bell rings. If you are late you must sign in before entering the classroom. Proceed to your seat immediately and quietly so you do not distract your fellow classmates. Please examine the following policies closely so that you are aware of the consequences for the lateness and the options that you have to overcome these consequences. 
Consequences:

· Each lateness will take 1 point off of your final marking period grade

· Any homework that arrives with you must have an “L” placed at the top, if you fail to place the L on your homework and are late to class, you will receive a ZERO on that assignment. 

· If you arrive late on a quiz or test date, your quiz or test is also late, you will receive a 10% deduction. 

Opportunity: 

· On the day you are late you may come after school for one period to make up your point. Your arrival will change the L on your late homework to an L+ bumping your grade for the completed assignment from a 50% to an 80%. You must come after school that day or by 7:15 the following morning to make up your points for class and homework. 
Late Homework: 

Any late homework must be handed in by the start of the next class period we have together. For example, if you miss an assignment due Monday second period, your late assignment to receive any credit must be handed in at the beginning of second period on Tuesday. No other late work will be accepted. You will receive a zero for anything not turned in within this time frame. Please note that no late homework will be accepted after this time period, not two days later and especially not the day before the marking period ends. 
Academic Dishonesty: Please make sure that everything you turn in is your own work. Group work is meant to allow students to work together and develop ideas; however, group work does not mean that everyone turns in the same work. Be proud enough of your own abilities to do your own work. Students caught cheating will receive no credit for that assignment, test, project etc. 

 Mistakes: If you make a mistake it is not the end of the world, it is simply a learning experience. You do not need to crumple up papers, get frustrated, or speak out in class if you make a mistake. First realize you made a mistake, second understand that it is not the end of the world, thirdly correct your mistake, and lastly, learn from your mistake. 

Listen and Follow Directions the First Time: I know that all of you are capable of listening and following directions. You would not have made it this far in your academic career if you lacked these important skills. Therefore, I expect that you listen and follow directions the first time we discuss them. If you need clarification of the directions you may raise your hand and ask me, but I do not want to hear after an explanation, “What are we supposed to do, I don’t get it so I’m not doing it,” etc. Following directions will save class time. 

Food and Beverages: NO FOOD. Even early in the morning, please attempt to eat breakfast before coming to school. Each lunch during the day so you are not hungry in class. Mice are not a part of an effective classroom environment, so I don’t want them in our classroom. 

Water is allowed as long as it is in a plastic bottle that is thrown away. No soda, Gatorade, Powerade, Juice, or Capri Suns, I don’t care how much you paid for it in the hallway, don’t bring it in please. 

Gum: Read your “Non-Negotiables.” If you have a gum addiction, don’t let me see it. If I see it I will ask you to get rid of it. If you wonder why gum is not acceptable it is because students often forget how to properly dispose of gum when they are done chewing it. Just look under your desk. 
Speaking in Class: You are encouraged to speak in class; in fact a piece of your grade is geared toward participation in class. If you wish to speak, you will quietly raise your hand and wait to be called on. Shouting out or sharing your negative opinions with the entire class is disruptive and unnecessary. I will let you know if you do not need to raise your hands during group discussions, debates etc. Unless I specifically state that you do not need to raise your hand, then please raise your hand. 

Independent Work: When independent work is scheduled it needs to be exactly what it sounds, independent. Talking should be limited, and plenty of group activities will take place as well where you can talk about relevant class related topics. 

Tests and quizzes are independent work and the above rules apply. Talking during tests/quizzes makes me think that you are cheating even if you are not. Cheating warrants a zero on that particular test, make sure you are not talking. 

Electronic Devices: As stated in the FDA non negotiable rules, electronic devices such as cell phones, beepers, laser pens, walkmen, ipods, tape recorders, and the like are not allowed in class, they will be confiscated. If you like to use these items before entering the school, make sure they are turned off in my classroom because I don’t want to hear or see them. Notes should be taken in a notebook not on a sidekick.
