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Here is a sample of what a works cited page should look like:


Your references are arranged in order, alphabetically, based on the Authors last name.

The information you include is, in order:

1. the name of the author or authors; 

2. title; 

3. editor, translator, compiler, if any; 

4. edition, if it is not the first (i.e., 2nd ed., rev. ed.); 

5. place and date of the book's publication; and 

6. the name of the book's publisher.

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This is how your works cited page will look for your paper on the Crusades. You have demonstrated that you have two sources for your paper: your text book and the document, which is actually taken from another source. Since you have already cited (referenced) your sources in your paragraphs, Your works cited  page shows your sources, in alphabetical order by author’s last name
You will have quotations and paraphrases in your paragraphs. You must show the reader that these are taken from your sources, and you can do so by using the MLA format that you have already learned. A reminder for your paragraphs:
Quotation:

“As the Seljuk threat grew, the Byzantine Emperor Alexius I sent an urgent plea to Pope Urban II in Rome” (Ellis
 220). 


Paraphrase:

Pope Urban appealed to the Christians in Europe by using negative language, in one instance labeling the Turks as those who worship “demons” (Thatcher
 1). 
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
