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Scoring Rubric
A scoring rubric is a way that teachers measure your essay against the standards of the test makers.

Remember that your Document Based Question has two parts to it:

· Part A: Answering the short response questions on the documents in your exam booklet. 
· Part B: Writing your essay based on your interpretation and analysis of the documents,  and addressing the essay question you are given concerning the documents.
Your essay is graded out of a scale of zero to five.

Your DBQ questions will contain both a historical context and a task 
· The historical context is the set up for the question. It gives you a general historical setting for the main theme that connects all of the documents.
· The task contains the specific directives that you should follow in writing your essay. 

· *Hint: The deeper into the task you progress, the more you are expected to build your essay from factual evidence to more thoughtful observations and analysis.
· If you want a score above a three, you will have to bring in substantial outside information into your essay. This means that you have to pull in facts, details and examples from your study of Global that are not included in the documents given you. 

The following is a guide you can follow which will give you an idea of what is expected of you if you wish to attain a score of five on the DBQ.
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· You have done each step in the task, and have done so completely
· You analyze and evaluate; you dig deep. You assess. You judge. Your essay does not just present factual information; it is not simply a summary of what the documents state.

· You have included information from all, or nearly all of the documents in your essay. This can be in form of a paraphrase or a direct quotation.

· You have included substantial outside information in your essay. This information is not found in the documents themselves, but can be connected to the theme that links all the documents together.

· You do present solid examples, facts, and details to support your main idea.

· You are well organized, present your information in a logical manner and provide, of course, and introduction, substantive body paragraphs and a conclusion.
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· You have done each step in the task, and have done so somewhat completely. You may have incompletely focused on one step. 
· You describe and analyze. It is a balance of factual information and analysis. You could have dug deeper to make the big point. Assessment is partially lacking.
· You have included information from most of the documents in your essay. 

· You have included outside information in your essay. This information is not found in the documents themselves, but can be connected to the ideas that link the documents together. 

· You do present solid examples, facts, and details to support your main idea.

· You are well organized, present your information in a logical manner and provide, of course, and introduction, body paragraphs and a conclusion.
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· You have done each step in the task, but you rely more on following steps than digging deep and presenting the big idea. There is less commentary, and more description.
· You describe what you have read, but do not analyze. It is not a balance of factual information and analysis. There is no big point. 

· You have included some information from the documents in your essay. Less than half of them are represented. 

· You have included very little outside information in your essay. It probably is just a stray reference, and you don’t really develop that idea.

· There are some, but not many, facts details and examples included. You probably list them more than actually discuss them. Some of them may be inaccurate. 
· You are somewhat organized, and present your information in a logical manner. Your introduction is probably a restatement of the historical context.
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· You have not addressed each step in the task.  
· You describe what you have read, nothing more. Essentially, you have summarized for the reader the contents of the documents. You make no point at all. 

· You have included limited information from the documents in your essay. Less than a third of them are represented. 

· You have included no outside information in your essay. 

· There are some, but not many, facts details and examples included. You probably list them more than actually discuss them. Most are inaccurate.
· You are somewhat organized, but you essay wanders. You have lost the task, and probably lack a coherent introduction and conclusion.
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· Minimally addresses the task, if at all. 
· There is little or no information given concerning the documents. Describes; little else
· You have no relevant outside information. Few facts. Highly inaccurate
· The essay is devoid of most standard written English, and has no focus or organization.

Score of Zero

· No development of the task. 
· Illegible. 

· Document information simply copied.
