Your Introduction will start here. Remember that each page after your first page you will also include a header at the top. All of your writing will be double-spaced! There is no need for a cover page, or any type of booklet or plastic binder.

Once the paper has begun, you have to remember to include the references in your paragraphs. One of the specific quotes that I found significant referred to the conditions of the coal mine. Betty Harris stated that, “The pit is very wet where I work, and the water comes over our clog tops (wooden shoes) always…” (Author 3).


One of the most brutal forms of degradation of the female workers was the practice shaving the heads of those women who seemingly had violated some law or standard on the job (Author 4).  A quote of more than four lines that might be included because of the strength of the words in describing the conditions faced by very young children in the textile mills,

The machine will be started and the poor child’s fingers will be bruised and skinned with revolving spools. While the children try to catch up to their comrades by doing their work with the speed of the machine running, the brutal over looker will frequently beat 
them unmercifully and I have frequently seen them strike the children, knocking them off their stools and sending them spinning several feet to the greasy floor (Author 5).
